This article also reflects on the issue of the systematic
destruction of cultural heritage of Ukraine as further evidence of the intent to destroy the Ukrainian nation understood
as a protected national group under the Genocide Convention, at least in part. Finally, the authors analyse the
genocidal acts that have apparently been committed, including killings; the causing of serious bodily or mental
harm; the forcible transfer of Ukrainian children to Russia, and the deliberate infliction of conditions of life aimed
at the physical destruction of the Ukrainian nation. It is stressed that there are reasonable grounds to believe that the
destruction of the Ukrainian nation by Russia has been pursued through commission of these prohibited acts. Their
nature and large-scale character serve as further evidence of genocidal intent to destroy the Ukrainian nation.
